48HFP Adds Over 20 Cities to its Roster

NEW YORK—March 29, 2007—The 48 Hour Film Project announces its 7" annual national
flmmaking tour visiting over 50 cities across both national and internationally. New
international cities include Amsterdam, Tel Aviv, and Rome. Over 1,500 48 Hour film teams
are expected to make films in the 2007 tour which began in Philadelphia in March and will
continue through August. The top winners in each city are eligible to compete in the 48HFP
Panasonic HD Filmmaker Showdown—uwinning film equipment from Panasonic and national
distribution. The International Grand Prize Winner receives a $7,500 gift card, sponsored by
Visa.

Imagine creating a film from start to finish in just 48 hours—casting, writing, producing,
directing, editing, adding music—Sound impossible? Well, the 48 Hour Film Project does
just that, giving filmmakers the chance to show their talent in an original and creative form.
Filmmaking teams of all levels begin at 7 PM on a Friday and deliver a finished 7-minute film
by 7:30 PM Sunday. Each team receives a genre, a character, prop, and a line of dialogue
that they must work into their piece. They are responsible for putting together a cast and
crew, and getting equipment and anything else you need to make a film/video in just a
weekend. Any team, regardless of skill level is eligible to participate in this competition.

“Making movies is growing to be as popular as bowling, as a national passion,” says Liz
Langston, Co-executive Producer. “And it should be — moviemaking is exhilarating and fun.”
“We are excited to welcome back all of the returning teams in each city, but even more
impressed by the new city teams that are signing up,” says Co-executive Producer, Mark
Ruppert. “The project has added 20 new cities, including Salt Lake City, Tel Aviv, Honolulu,
Tokyo and Rome. It's part of a growing international creative community.”

The 48 Hour Film Project provides exposure for the filmmakers and their films—premiers are
held in each city just days after the competition. The winning teams go on to screen at the
48HFP annual awards weekend, held in the past at SXSW and Cinequest. At this year’s
awards ceremony at Filmapalooza, the keynote speaker was Alexander Payne (director of
“Sideways”), an independent filmmaker who went on to achieve box-office success. A
selection of the 2006 48HFP films will be screened at the Cannes Film Festival.

The 48 Hour Film Project, sponsored by Visa and Panasonic, is the oldest and largest timed
film competition in the world. In 2007, more than 50 cities will participate, with over 22,000
filmmakers expected. The 48 Hour Film Project’s mission is to advance filmmaking and
promote filmmakers. The tight deadline of 48 hours puts the focus squarely on the
filmmakers—emphasizing creativity and teamwork. While the time limit places an unusual
restriction on the filmmakers, it is also liberating by putting an emphasis on “doing” instead of
“talking.” The emphasis is also on building communities of local creative people - facilitating
making new connections, showcasing skills, and celebrating what creativity and teamwork
can accomplish in just one weekend.
